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· Recommended sites.

Personal Websites and Blogs
· Blogger: Part of the Google suite of software.
· GoogleSites: An easy-to-use online system for developing your own website. You are also able to upload self-archive papers to Google Drive and link to these from your website.
· ResearchBlogging: This is an aggregator of posts from many different research blogs. You can link posts from your own blog to this site in order to raise their profile.
· ScienceSeeker: Similar to ResearchBlogging – an aggregator of science blogs.
· Wordpress: Popular free online blogging software.

Social Networking Sites for Researchers
· Academia.edu: Large network (~3 million members). Allows you to add a personal biography (including photo), list your publications, upload self-archived versions of your papers, write blog posts about your work, and follow updates from other researchers in your field.
· Academici: Small network (20k members)
· Eperincus: Social networking site for scientists. Less popular than Academia.
· Frontiers: Based on the open access journal.
· LinkedIn: Massive social network site for professionals (~225 million members).
· MyNetResearch: Small network with lots of ads. Not recommended!
· PeerEvaluation.org: Allows you to track the impact of your research. Still in development.
· ResearchGate: Large network (~3 million members). Provides similar functions as Academia.edu

Publications Listing Sites
· AuthorClaim: Searches for your publications (sometimes unsuccessfully) and adds them to a list.
· CiteULike: An online reference manager with some social networking features.
· figshare: Allows you to upload, list, and publish publications, figures, datasets, media, and posters.
· Google Scholar Citations: Allows you to list your publications. It then displays each paper’s citation count as well as your overall citation count and h index.
· ImpactStory: Upload your publications and find out how much they are saved, discussed, and cited online.
· NOVA: The University of Newcastle's Digital Repository: Upload a self-archived version of your publication. 
· Mendeley: A popular online reference manager that also includes some social networking capabilities.
· Microsoft Academic Search: Currently in development. Contains a lot of bugs, but one to watch.
· ORCID: Provides each researcher with a unique digital identifier. Allows you to import your publications from SCOPUS and display online.
· PublicationsList: A fairly basic site that allows you to provide a limited biography and list your publications.
· ResearcherID:  Provides citation data and associated metrics for your publications based on Thomson Reuters’ Web of Science.
· Scholar Universe: Provides basic contact details and a list of your publications.
· Selected Works: Create a profile and upload your articles.
· Zotero: An online and standalone reference manager that allows you to list your publications and download them in a format that can be uploaded to other places (e.g., Academia, ResearchGate). Also contains some social networking facilities.

Other
· The Conversation: An Australian initiative for researchers to write their own news stories and provide analysis and commentary.
· Wikipedia: An online encyclopaedia. After signing up, you are able to edit pages and create new pages. This provides a good opportunity to describe your recent research and provide links to your other web pages.
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
